     d. Freedom of Movement, Internally Displaced Persons, Protection of Refugees, and Stateless Persons
     [23] The constitution and law provide for freedom of movement within the country, foreign travel, emigration, and repatriation, and the government generally respected these rights in practice.PARDS.23a The government cooperated with the Office of the UN High Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) and other humanitarian organizations in assisting refugees, returning refugees, asylum seekers, stateless persons, and other persons of concern. PARDS.23b
     [24] The constitution and law prohibit forced exile, and the government did not employ it. PARDS.24a
Protection of Refugees

     [25] The country is not a party to the 1951 Convention relating to the Status of Refugees or the 1967 Protocol relating to the Status of Refugees.PARDS.25a The law does not provide for the granting of asylum or refugee status.PARDS.25b However, the government has from time to time cooperated with the UNHCR and other organizations in assisting refugees "for humanitarian reasons."PARDS.25c In practice, the country provided some protection against the expulsion or return of refugees to countries where their lives or freedom would be threatened.      [27] General Council elections in April were considered free and fair.PARDS.27a Individuals and parties could freely declare their candidacy and stand for election. PARDS.27b
     [28] There were nine women in the 28-seat General Council and two women in the six-seat cabinet.PARDS.28a One of the five judges of the Supreme Court of Justice is a woman. PARDS.28b
     [29] Citizens are ethnically and linguistically homogeneous but represent only 36 percent of the total population.PARDS.29a Only citizens have the right to vote and to hold official positions; consequently, there were no members of minorities in government.PARDS.29b The population largely consists of immigrants from Spain, Portugal, and France. PARDS.29c

     [32] A variety of domestic and international human rights groups generally operated without government restriction, investigating and publishing their findings on human rights cases.PARDS.32a Government officials were cooperative and responsive to their views.PARDS.32b The ombudsman enjoyed the government's cooperation and operated without government interference. PARDS.32c
Section 6: Discrimination, Societal Abuse, and Trafficking in Persons
     [33] The constitution and law declare all persons equal before the law and prohibit discrimination on grounds of birth, race, gender, origin, opinions, or any other personal or social condition;PARDS.33a however, the law reserves a few rights and privileges exclusively to citizens. PARDS.33b
Women

     [34] The law prohibits rape, including spousal rape;PARDS.34a rape is punishable by up to 15 years' imprisonment.PARDS.34b Authorities enforced the law effectively. PARDS.34c
     [35] There is no specific law prohibiting domestic violence, although other laws may be applicable in such cases.PARDS.35a Victims of domestic violence could request help from the Andorran International Women's Association (AIWA) and the Andorran Women's Association (AWA), but victims rarely filed a complaint with the police due to fear of reprisal.PARDS.35b The two associations reported that some women complained about the treatment they received from police when they filed a complaint.PARDS.35c The government did not have any shelter, but it operated a hotline and provided medical and psychological services to victims of domestic violence.PARDS.35d The government and AIWA placed abused women and their children in the private apartments of persons who agreed to provide shelter to them.PARDS.35e Caritas, a religious NGO, worked closely with the government and AIWA on social issues.      [36] According to the Ministry of Health, Welfare, and Family, there were 162 reports of physical abuse against women until the end of November, a 40-percent increase from 2008.PARDS.36a Authorities prosecuted approximately 50 persons for violence against women. PARDS.36b
     [37] Prostitution is illegal and was not a problem. PARDS.37a
     [38] The law does not prohibit sexual harassment.PARDS.38a According to an local women's rights organization, only two women formally reported sexual harassment cases to the police. PARDS.38b
     [39] Couples and individuals have the right to decide freely the number of children they wish to have.PARDS.39a There was easy access to contraception, skilled attendance during childbirth, and women were treated for sexually transmitted infections, including HIV, equally with men.PARDS.39b
     [40] The law prohibits discrimination against women privately or professionally;PARDS.40a however, the AWA reported that there were some cases of women dismissed from employment due to pregnancy.PARDS.40b Observers estimated that women earned 35 percent less than men for comparable work;PARDS.40c this gap appeared to be decreasing slowly.PARDS.40d The government is making efforts to combat pay discrimination in general, and it applied pay equality within the government.PARDS.40e There are no limitations on women's participation in the labor market, and the government has encouraged them to participate in politics.      [41] Citizenship is derived from one's parents (jus sanguinis); birth in the country's territory does not confer citizenship.PARDS.41a Legal immigrants may obtain citizenship after 20 years of residence in the country.PARDS.41b Children of residents may obtain citizenship after age 18 if they have resided virtually all of their life in the country.PARDS.41c Dual nationality is not permitted. PARDS.41d
     [42] Violence against children persisted.PARDS.42a According to data from November, 159 minors were treated for various forms of abuse. PARDS.42b
     [43] The country's general law against rape also covers statutory rape.PARDS.43a Child pornography is illegal and carries a prison sentence of up to four years.PARDS.43b The age of majority, 18 years, is also the age of consent.PARDS.43c The penalty for statutory rape is the same as for rape in general: 15 years' imprisonment. PARDS.43d
Trafficking in Persons

     [44] The law prohibits trafficking in persons for labor exploitation, and there were no reports that persons were trafficked to, from, or within the country.PARDS.44a Trafficking for purposes of labor exploitation is punishable by up to five years' imprisonment and by fines of up to 180,000 euros (approximately $257,400).PARDS.44b There is no law that specifically penalizes human trafficking for sexual exploitation, but such cases could be prosecuted as trafficking for labor exploitation.PARDS.44c The government agencies responsible for dealing with trafficking are the Department of the Interior and the Department of Social Welfare.      [45] The law prohibits discrimination against persons with disabilities in employment, education, access to health care, or in the provision of other state services, and the government enforced it effectively.PARDS.45a Nevertheless, societal discrimination against persons with disabilities existed on a small scale in the form of social and cultural barriers.PARDS.45b Persons with disabilities also faced disadvantages in the labor market.PARDS.45c The law mandates access to public buildings for persons with disabilities, and the government generally enforced this provision.PARDS.45d In December 2008 the government approved a decree that ordered ordinary schools to adapt infrastructure to the needs of children with disabilities.PARDS.45e More than 100 children with disabilities are currently attending modified schools.PARDS.45f An association for persons with disabilities operates in the principality. Societal Abuses, Discrimination, and Acts of Violence Based on Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity

     [46] No lesbian, gay, bisexual, or transgender organizations exist in the principality, and no gay marches occurred during the year.PARDS.46a On the basis of constitutional guarantees of the right to freedom of ideas, religion, and ideology, the government acts against any discrimination that may occur in the country. PARDS.46b
Other Societal Violence or Discrimination

     [47] There were no reports of societal violence or discrimination against persons with HIV/AIDS.PARDS.47a However, the government bars immigrants with HIV/AIDS. PARDS.47b
     [48] The State Department's annual Trafficking in Persons Report can be found at www.state.gov PARDS.48a
Section 7: Worker Rights
     a. The Right of Association
     [49] The constitution recognizes that workers have the right to form trade unions to defend their economic and social interests.PARDS.49a In January the government approved a labor relations law to protect the right of unions to operate.PARDS.49b National and international unions, however, criticized the law because it does not provide the right to strike.PARDS.49c No strikes occurred during the year.PARDS.49d Alternate dispute mechanisms such as mediation and arbitration exist. PARDS.49e
     [50] In practice the government lacked mechanisms to protect worker rights.PARDS.50a Workers were reluctant to admit to union membership, fearing retaliation by their employers, and unions did not make their membership numbers public.PARDS.50b However, on May 1 (Labor Day), the government permitted workers to conduct a peaceful demonstration calling on the government to approve a law allowing the right to strike. PARDS.50c
     b. The Right to Organize and Bargain Collectively
     [51] The law does not specifically provide for collective bargaining.PARDS.51a Collective bargaining did not occur. PARDS.51b
     [52] There are no export processing zones. PARDS.52a
     c. Prohibition of Forced or Compulsory Labor
     [53] Slavery or forced and compulsory labor is punishable by a maximum of 12 years' imprisonment.PARDS.53a There were no reports that such practices occurred. PARDS.53b
     d. Prohibition of Child Labor and Minimum Age for Employment
     [54] The law prohibits children under the age of 16 from working, except in limited circumstances when school is not in session.PARDS.54a The labor inspection office in the Ministry of Social Welfare, Public Health, and Labor effectively enforced child labor regulations. PARDS.54b
     e. Acceptable Conditions of Work
     [55] The national minimum wage of 7.60 euros (approximately $10.90) per hour and 915.20 euros (approximately $1,309) per month did not provide a decent standard of living for a worker and family due to the high cost of living.PARDS.55a The government sets the national minimum wage administratively and adjusts it twice a year.PARDS.55b Wages increased at a slower rate than housing and lodging costs.PARDS.55c The labor inspection office enforced the minimum wage effectively. PARDS.55d
     [56] The law limits the standard workweek to five eight-hour days.PARDS.56a Workers may work up to two overtime hours per day or 15 hours per week, 50 hours per month, and 426 hours per year.PARDS.56b The law provides for premium pay of time plus 25 percent the first four hours and time plus 50 percent the following four hours.PARDS.56c There is a required rest period of 12 hours between working shifts. PARDS.56d
     [57] The labor inspection service sets occupational health and safety standards and had the authority to levy sanctions and fines against companies violating them.PARDS.57a Although the law authorizes employees to refuse certain tasks if their employers do not provide the necessary level of protection, it does not provide workers the right to remove themselves from dangerous work situations without jeopardizing their continued employment.PARDS.57b During the year the labor inspection service received more than 200 complaints against companies for violating labor regulations.PARDS.57c For the first time in years, accidents at work diminished;PARDS.57d from January through November there were 4,043.PARDS.57e
